ÂStudents earn 2.5 credits for each 
class passed with a D- or higher.

Math 

ÂAlgebra is one of the most important 
classes students will take during Junior  
High because it is the first class that will 
appear on their high school transcript. 
This means colleges will see this grade! 

ÂStudents math placement is based on 
their performance in their current class. In 
order to progress on to the next class in 
the math sequence students must 
maintain an A/B average. 



English  

ÂStudents who have an A or B average in 
English during 7th and 8th grade will be 
eligible to take a foreign language during 
9th grade.  

ÂStudents who maintain a B+ average in 
English all year may be eligible for 
recommendation to Honors English as a 
freshman.  

ÂStudents should aim for an A or B in this 
very important class.
